ODA and Celebrate Orange Receive $5,000 Grant from Virginia Commission for the Arts 

The Orange Downtown Alliance (ODA) and the Celebrate Orange Committee have received a 

$5,000 grant from the Virginia Commission for the Arts to support the Music on Main Street New Year’s 

celebration and the Picnic in the Park Independence Day celebration.   The grant will be used primarily 

to enhance the number and quality of performers and allow for individuals with disabilities and financial 

restrictions to attend the events free of charge.

The headline act for this year’s Music on Main Street will be L’Angelus a family band from 

Lafayette, Louisiana.  They play a variety of Cajun, zydeco and lively party music.  The band members are 

all from the Rees family.  Linda (mom) is on guitar.   Kids are: Katie, guitar; Paige, bass; John, drums; and 

Stephen, who plays several instruments including the fiddle, harmonica, pennywhistle and mandolin.
